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people can wrap their brains around and use practically in their real life. That’s the same kind 
of contribution that general semantics has made over a large part of the 20th century — offering 
people practical tools for living. Over the last two days, I’ve seen the application of those powerful 
ideas in many different disciplines and specialties. It is a mission worth pushing forward for the 
next generation. I am absolutely convinced that general semantics, like media literacy, is a vital 
set of thinking skills for the 21st century.
